| am also pleased to announce that Monica Howk, long-time member of our parish community and
teacher in our religious education program, has taken on the position of Youth Activities Director for our
parish. Grace Kengle, our coordinator for middle school and Confirmation formation, stepped into the youth
minister role in January. Grace will be decreasing her time a bit and Monica will be working with her to plan
activities along with our newly formed Youth Council. Youth Ministry is an important part of every parish
and yet most parishes continue to struggle to keep youth involved. Please pray for our youth as they begin
the work of the council and for Monica and Grace, that we can enliven the presence and action of the many
young people who are a part of St. Teresa of Avila Catholic Community.

Another important council in our parish is the Pastoral Council, which advises the pastor on many key
issues and helps guide the life of the parish. Membership on the council is for a term of three years but
may be extended if circumstances suggest the need. The design of the bylaws of the Pastoral Council is
that every year several members go off the council and new members are chosen from the parish to take
their place. This year we will have four vacancies to fill. | ask each member of the parish to pray about
nominating new prospective members for the council. You may recall that we choose members through a
discernment process, beginning first with the prayer of all of us about whom to nominate. Those nominees
who are qualified and accept nomination, then continue in the discernment process over two or three
meetings with the pastor and the Discernment Sub-committee. Through prayer, listening and sharing, the
new members are then chosen. Qualified nominees are registered, regularly active members of the parish
who possess some leadership skills and a desire to serve this parish community. No self-nominations are
accepted. Please do pray about who in the parish you might nominate. Perhaps it is someone you see
regularly at mass and who is active but you don't know that person's name. Don't be afraid to ask her/his
name and tell that person what you see. It is most helpful if you do not nominate someone unless you have
asked that person about being interested in serving in this capacity. That just saves time and effort so that
we are not contacting people who are really not interested. Nomination forms will be available in the pews
next weekend. Let us pray about this process together.

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YOU'LL NEVER There’s more to life than chocolate chip cookies!

ﬂ%’;‘ggéiﬁéigiﬁ A Presbyterian preacher described a religious person as a ‘queer
LIFE THAN mixture’ of three persons: ‘the poet, the lunatic, the lover.” To be able to
CHOE%'bﬂKiESCH'P < celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ we

need to be a poet, a lunatic and a lover. Here’s why:

The poet (or the artist). Poets are persons of profound faith. They
have sharp eyes. They are able to see beneath the appearance of things.
The Magnificat is a beautiful song sung by a poet who could see more
than just a fetus in her womb: “My soul proclaims the greatness of the
Lord, my spirit rejoices in God my savior. For He has looked upon His
handmaid’s lowliness....The Mighty one has done great things for me,
and holy is His name.”

The centurion at the foot of the cross who said “Truly this man was the Son of God.” is a poet—he saw
something beyond that bloodied body on the cross.

To be able to see life with depth we need to be some kind of a poet. We need to be a poet to be
convinced ‘that there’s more to life than chocolate chip cookies.’

To be able to see Christ in the Bread and Wine, we also need to be some kind of a poet. There must be
something of the poet in us to celebrate the Body of Christ in the Church—which is both holy and sinful,
‘though many, are one body’, united in Christ. Look around you; you must be a poet to recognize that we are
the Body of Christ, that Christ is in each one of us.

The lunatic. But being a poet is not enough. There must also be something of the lunatic in us to
understand the foolishness of the Cross. One must be some kind of a fool to sacrifice oneself, to die a painful
and lonely death on the Cross for sinful persons like us, to give one’s body and blood for you and me. To
celebrate His Most Holy Body and Blood, there must also be some measure of the foolishness of a St. Francis
of Assisi in us—foolish enough to leave his wealth to follow his Lord.

The lover. To be able to eat His Body and drink His Blood thus becoming like Him—bread to be broken for
others, one must not only be a poet and a lunatic. One must also be a lover. It’s not the love in ‘Sex and the
City’ which changes seasonally; it’s not the love of Linus (“I love humanity; it is people | can’t stand.”) It’s
not the love of Mrs. Jellyby, a character in Charles Dickens’ Bleak House. Mrs. Jellyby had a ‘telescopic
philanthropy’—she could see nothing nearer than Africa. She loved the poor in Africa but did not even notice
the existence of her own children. It’s the love of the Lord who gave us his ‘flesh as true food’ and his ‘blood
as true drink’ so that we will have life.

As we celebrate the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ we ask for the grace to grow as ‘poet,
lunatic and lover’ so that we can see more clearly that there is more to life than chocolate chip cookies! Fr. H
